10. HOW A 4.CYCLE MOTOR OPERATES, Oa the inlake siroke
the piston goes down, producing a suclion tn the cylinder, there-
by drawing fuel up through the carburetor so that the space
above the piston becomes filled with combuslible gas.

20, CORRECT USE OF THE CHOEE. The corract carburelor set-
tlng (see paragraph 23} gives the molor the best mixture io run
on when it is hol, For starilng, it is necessary fto choke the car-
buretor 1o get a rdch mixture, becouse cold gasoline dces not
vaporize teaddy. A warm or hot motor Tecquires very litle chok-
ing. Untit you become jomiliar with your moter, however, you
may maks the mistake of not choking the carburelor enough or
you may cheke it too much, If motor falls to start after cromking
three or four times with the choke closed, iry cranklng two or
three times wilh the choke partway down and then all the way
down, or open.
